Message from Rabbi Mitch Levine

The Haggadah begins with a declaration inviting all those in need to join in for the
Seder meal. This welcoming the stranger is not only a display of sensitivity, and
welcoming the hungry is not simply an expression of charity. Regard for the vul-
nerable among us at the Seder is closely linked to the theme of the Passover holi-
day; the Exodus from Egypt.

“You shall not wrong a stranger, nor oppress him, for you were strangers in the
land of Egypt.” This sentiment is repeated in the Bible not less than 36 times. In
several passages, God makes it clear that God heeds the prayers of the stranger
and similarly disadvantaged members of society, explicitly including the “widow”
and the “orphan.” The biblical claim that the Jewish People are God’s “chosen” is
as familiar as it is fraught. That God is the God of the oppressed is an equally fa-
miliar trope. Sadly, throughout much of our history there

has been considerable overlap between the concepts of [nside this issue

nities it has become commonplace to regard the omission of the matriarchs as problematic, and to include, “The
God of Sarah, Rebecca, Rachel and Leah.” There is robust debate over the propriety of making any changes to this
section of the prayer. That aside, it is at least intriguing to consider: What if we prayed to the “God of the stranger,
the God of the widow, and the God of the orphan”?

This feature-length historical documentary begins with an account of Julius Rosenwald's rise from a job in the
clothing business of his father, a German-Jewish immigrant, to the chairmanship of Sears Roebuck. Shocked by
reports of anti-Jewish pogroms in Russia, Rosenwald realizes that America's treatment of African Americans is no
better and marshals his fortune to improving their condition. He develops a friendship with BookerT. Washington,
president of Alabama's Tuskegee Institute, and helps develop a model project to build over 5,000 schools in

the Jim Crow South. A Rosenwald Fund also provided grants to support a who's who of African American artists
and intellectuals.

This screening is one of many initiatives of the Rosenwald Collaborative, representatives from various Jewish
and non-Jewish institutions who have planned a variety of programs to familiarize the Asheville Community
with Rosenwald’s philanthropy, the pioneering Black-Jewish alliance formed between Rosenwald and
Washington, and the Rosenwald Schools and their legacy.

Early in the 20t century, Julius Rosenwald, a Jewish philanthropist and CEO of Sears, Roebuck, and Booker T.
Washington, educator, author, and dominant leader in the African American community, formed a remarkable
alliance. Working together with communities throughout the American South, Rosenwald and Washington
established a network of nearly 5,000 schools intended to serve African-American children. The collaboration
between Rosenwald and Washington pioneered many future Black/Jewish partnerships.

A BETTER LIFE FOR THEIR CHILDREN

Andrew Feiler's A Better Life for Their Children: Jufius Rosenwald, Booker T.
Washington, and the 4,978 Schools that Changed America is the first
comprehensive photo-documentary of the program created by Booker T.
Washington and Julius Rosenwald. From 1912 to 1937, this collaboration
built schools for African American children across 15 southern and border
states and transformed America. To tell this story visually, Feiler drove more
than twenty-five thousand miles, photographed 105 schools, and interviewed
dozens of former students, teachers, preservationists, and community
leaders.

At 7 PM on May 22, Mr. Feiler will speak of Rosenwald schools’ connections to the Trail of Tears, Great Migration, Tuskegee
Syphilis Study, embezzlement, murder, and more. His presentation will be held in-person in Congregation Beth Israel's
Saocial Hall.

The first of the five books of Moses, Genesis (“Origins”) is viewed in Judeo-
Christian traditions as an account of the creation of the world, the early history of
humanity, Israel’s ancestors, and the origins of the Jewish people.

Its Hebrew name is the same as its first word, Bereshit “In the beginning”). Genesis is
filled with wonderful—and problematic—stories: Adam and Eve, Cain and Abel, Noah
and the Great Flood, the Patriarchs and Matriarchs, and Joseph and his brothers.

At CBI, and in synagogues around the world, Jews, whom a rabbi once called partici-
pants in the oldest book club in the world, once again began their annual Torah cycle
with the reading of the first chapters of Genesis on October 2. Our weekly discussion
group will begin examining these opening chapters on October 8. It has been several
years since our Friday Noon Study Group has read Genesis together and we look for-
ward to the insights and questions all the chapters of the Book of Genesis will bring
forward.

Marty Mann: Committed to Educating about Anti-Semitism

Marty Mann has committed to educating folks in North Carolina about anti-Semitism, first as a social studies teacher,
then as an assistant principal and principal, and now in retirement. Currently he is Co-Chair of our Jewish Community
Relations Council (JCRC), a board member of the North Carolina Council on the Holocaust, and an active member of
Carolina Jews for Justice. There are many other organizations that could be added to that list. For example, he was the
first Board Chair of the Center for Diversity Education, founded by CBI member Deborah Miles. Mann is an active mem-
ber of Congregation Beth HaTephila and has served on its Board of Directors. Mann says his commitment to public
service was kindled by growing up in a Jewish family in the small North Carolina town of Whiteville; population 5,000,
in Columbus County, about 50 miles west of Wilmington.

Jews started settling in Whiteville in the early 1900s, and five Jewish families soon opened nine stores along Main
Street. One of those clothing stores was started in 1922 by Mann’s grandfather. “My Christian friends and their fami-
lies knew my family was Jewish; my grandfather’s store sign included a prominent Jewish Star.” The store stayed in the
family until it closed in 2020. Mann has three siblings. His brother Terry is Mayor of Whiteville.

| asked Marty Mann if as a kid he personally experienced anti-Semitism: “Not from adults, but some of my peers would
make comments, but | always felt that they were repeating something they heard. Their remarks were made from ig-
norance. They didn’t realize their comments could be offensive to me.” He stated his feelings about growing up Jewish
in a small town were self-imposed. “I loved playing basketball, but the only indoor courts were in churches. My
friends knew | loved playing and asked me to join their church team. They told me my family didn’t have to be a mem-
ber of the church but that | would have to come to Wednesday church services. | knew my dad wouldn’t approve of
my playing on that team.”

Through at least sixth grade Mann and his classmates had “Morning Devotional.” “The teacher would call on a stu-
dent, including me, to read a passage from the New Testament. They all knew | was Jewish, though they knew very
little about my faith.” “When | became an adult, | didn’t want children to feel the way | felt when | was in school. As a
school principal, | wanted my school to be as inclusive as possible.” Mann says anti-Semitism has always been with us,
and white supremacy has always been part of America. “Sometimes it’s covert, sometimes it’s overt, as it is today in
America.”

Mann is encouraged by the recent passage of the Gizella Abramson Holocaust Education Act. The Act promotes devel-
opment of a Holocaust curriculum to guide North Carolina public school teachers. Funding for development of the cur-
riculum was included in the recently passed state budget. Mann acknowledges that passage of the Act occurred under
the radar, before a Tennessee school board banned the graphic novel Maus and before a Texas school official told
teachers if their classrooms have books about the Holocaust, they must also teach “other perspectives.” He says he
won’t be surprised if once the curriculum is implemented there is some backlash at the local school level, though he
does not think lawmakers will reverse course. He says the Republican majority in both the State Senate and House vot-
ed to develop the curriculum and it has the support of the NC Superintendent for Public Schools, Republican Catherine
Truitt.

| asked Mann if the new curriculum could be a guide for teaching about slavery, reconstruction, Jim Crow, and racism
in America. He replied, “As an educator | would not want to teach the important concepts and only use the Holocaust
as an example.”

As ClJ/West Steering Committee member Frank Goldsmith says, “Marty Mann has devoted his life to fighting oppres-
sion. We are fortunate to have him as a leader in our community.”
